Collecting your children
Ÿ Please ensure that your child always knows who,     

if anyone, will collect them.
Ÿ Please collect your child promptly.
Ÿ If you are unavoidably delayed, please call 319000.
Ÿ Children who will be collected by an older brother 

or sister must have permission on their registration 
form to leave without an adult.

Ÿ Note that the groups have slightly different finishing 
times which we hope is helpful to parents collecting several children, but 
may mean that older children can’t collect younger brothers/sisters.

Ÿ For safety reasons, no child or teenager will be allowed to leave a session 
early unaccompanied, unless we have received a signed note from a 
parent or guardian.

Costs

Mission Big Day Out to cover costs, 
but all other activities are free.
